This carousel is one of only two surviving today that were carved entirely by Muller.  (The other is at Cedar Point OH.)  It originally played at Lakeview Park in Dracut MA near Boston and was brought down to New York City in 1972 to replace a previous Dentzel carousel in this park that burned down in 1966.   The carousel was placed on the National Register of Historic Places in 2004 and received New York City Landmark status in 2013.  

After operating for just over a decade in the over-shellacked condition it arrived as from MA, the carousel received some restoration by Fabricon, which took over the operating concession for the next decade.  They added new fiberglass panels to the center of the ride.  

The split-level carousel is populated with 46 horses  (outside row all standers) plus 3 menagerie animals (lion, tiger, deer).  

The Ruth & Sohn model 33 bandorgan had been playing Wurlitzer 150 rolls but has been silenced in a state of disrepair for the past couple of decades.
